Primary Functions
Key responsibilities include:

· Conducting passport interviews. Where accredited, this includes processing applications, forwarding documentation, and returning passports as required.
Secondary Functions
The Honorary Consul may also:
· Maintain relationships with relevant host government authorities and stakeholders.
· Undertake representation duties, including acting as a communication channel for the High Commission when requested.
· Support trade, cultural and public diplomacy activities that promote Australia.
· Assist with official and high-level visits, including facilitating meetings.
· Contribute to raising awareness of Australia within the local community.
· Participate in authorised ceremonial and public engagement activities.
· Direct enquiries on travel, migration, and import requirements to the Department of Home Affairs website.
Terms of Appointment
Appointments are typically for an initial term of three years, including a one-year probation period. An honorarium is payable.
